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“South Carolina’s economy continued its robust growth in August as the state’s unemployment 

rate fell to the lowest level since May 2001. When businesses decide to expand or locate here, 

they are showing confidence that a pool of skilled workers is available,” said Cheryl Stanton, 

executive director of the S.C. Department of Employment and Workforce. “In the last year, more 

than 54,000 people have found work and are again providing for themselves. However, we still 

have work to do in finding jobs for the 117,000 unemployed.”
